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Woodhouse Activity Centre 
WELCOME  to the wonders of Woodhouse ! 

 
Woodhouse is a scout owned and operated accommodation and activity centre.  We are available 
for day visitors or as a centre for that special conference, reunion or function.  Bookings are 
essential. Sorry, no pets.  We offer:  
 
The Rymill Centre is the largest conference facility at Woodhouse. It sleeps 80 people in 14 
rooms. The conference rooms can accommodate up to 80 with adjoining commercial self-catering 
kitchen facilities. (Cost $27.50 pp/pn. Min 2 nights. Min 40 persons per night. Additional nights 
charge applies for long weekends. Wedding/Party Package $3000 for 48 hours). 
 
The Old House is a two storey heritage-listed building, which can sleep up to 60 people in 9 rooms. 
The ambience of this beautiful building creates a suitable mood for quiet retreats. The lounge room 
can be used as a refuge from the outside bustle, while the Ballroom allows space for meetings, 
family dinners, receptions, etc.  The House also has a modern well-equipped self-catering kitchen. 
Disabled Access: there is a bedroom (2 single beds) situated on the lower level with a standard door 
entry. The ground floor bathroom (toilet and shower) has an extra wide door entry suitable for 
wheelchair access. The shower rose is fitted with a flexible hose. 
Set in the gardens of the Old House the beautiful outdoor chapel is the perfect romantic setting for a 
Wedding or service. With the afternoon sun filtering through the leaves, birds singing, and the 
distant echo of water tinkling over the waterfall. Only available with Old House hire. 
 (Cost $27.50 pp/pn. Min 2 nights. Min 30 persons per night; Additional nights charge applies for 
long weekends. Wedding/Party Package $3000 for 48 hours). 
 
The Bunkhouse can sleeps up to 50 people in 6 rooms dormitory style and is suitable for school 
groups, sporting clubs & anyone who is seeking economical accommodation. A self-catering 
commercial kitchen facility and a spacious dining/recreation area round out this building.  Disabled 
facilities include separate male and toilets with grab rails and wider doors for wheelchair access, 
and a larger shower. 
 (Cost $22.50 pp pn. Min 2 nights. Min 25 persons per night; Additional nights charge applies for 
long weekends.  Party Package $2250 for 48 hours ). 
 
Seeonee Hills is situated on Mullers Road, Carey Gully, this building accommodates 40 guests in 3 
rooms. It includes an adjoining recreation room and a large self catered kitchen facility. Set on 
several acres adjacent to the Mt George Conservation Park and only 3km from Woodhouse. Guests 
have the opportunity to enjoy the seclusion of Seeonee, but if they choose the 40-minute walk to 
Woodhouse they can also enjoy all the activities on offer there. (Cost $700 flat rate for 48 hours 

Additional nights charge applies for long weekends.  ). 
 

Cabins: Extremely rustic & basic, each of our three simple Cabins sleeps 6 persons in bunk beds. 
There is an adjoining kitchenette and external ensuite. The Chalets offer a quiet, peaceful stay in a 
natural bush setting. No heating, cooling or tv (Cost flat rate $120 for 48 hours & $60 per night for 
additional nights Additional nights charge applies for long weekends ).

Camping: Woodhouse offers more than 50 hectares of bush country for tenting. We provide sites 
near to amenities units with hot showers, free gas BBQ and under-cover community recreation 
areas. (Cost $15pp/pn) 
 
WOODHOUSE ACTIVITIES : Included in the cost of accommodation, camping, wetland view 
room or day entry you can enjoy  the use of Challenge Hill, Orienteering, Frisnet Golf, Volleyball 
& free gas BBQs (BYO matches & utensils). 
 
Wetland View Room: $250 flat rate per day (9-5). Includes use of BBQ, Challenge Hill, 
Orienteering, frisnet golf & volleyball. Tables for up to 20 persons. No catering facilities. 
 
Day Entry: $12 per person  property entry fee (for all persons over age of 3 years) Bookings 
essential.  Includes use of BBQ, Challenge Hill, Orienteering, frisnet golf & volleyball:  
 
-Challenge Hill: Woody’s Challenge Hill is an obstacle adventure course. Great team-building 
experiences and good healthy outdoor exercise. Around challenging 30 obstacles.  Safety Talk & 
bookings are necessary. Closed in wet weather. 
 
-Orienteering: Woodhouse has 7 professional courses, requiring no skills or compasses. Just bring 
pencil & paper. A great way to explore the beautiful gum tree studded 54-hectare property and get 
fit during an enjoyable walk. It’s an exciting activity for children and adults alike. 
-Frisnet Golf: Frisbees on loan at the office to try out the 9 net course. More fun than golf. 
 
-Volleyball: Balls on loan at the office. Set up your own teams or challenge another group on the 
property. Fun to be had by all. 
-Picnics: Plenty of open bush country for the young ones to roam and play in, free communal gas 
BBQ, use of Woody’s Challenge Hill, no parking problems – what more could you ask for…
